


Beth Samuel Jewish Center Donation Opportunities

Many individuals have expressed an interest in better understanding the various funds and donation
opportunities available at Beth Samuel. Direct monetary donations, as well as Bequests, Trusts, Real Estate,
and Appreciated Equities may all be Tax efficient methods of donating to any of the Beth Samuel Jewish Center
Funds. Donations in someone’s name is a wonderful way to honor a loved one or celebrate a special occasion.

Fund Options

General Operating Fund:

The basic bank account of the Temple. The main
source of income is member dues, school tuition and
other fees which are set by the Board of Trustees.
Each year, a budget, which includes income and
expense totals, is submitted to and approved by the
Board. The Board then presents the budget to the
Congregation for approval.

Sustainer Fund:

Funds dedicated by generous members on an ongoing
basis in addition to yearly dues. These funds are
designated by the board to meet the ongoing financial
needs of the congregation.

Designated Funds:

Funds set aside or donated for specific purposes.
These funds cannot be used for any other purpose,
including general operating expenses. The
Designated Funds are as follows:

»  Endowment Fund: Funds are utilized for
building repairs, and upgrades.

* Religious School Fund: To purchase
equipment and other items that support the
teaching activities of the religious school and
other special religious school programs or
initiatives.

» Hannah Wedeen Fund: An endowment
fund intended to enhance the services of the
permanent rabbi. The income from the fund
can be used for: books, educational travel
and the rabbi’s discretionary fund. Under
certain conditions, income can be available for
additional compensation or for recruitment of
a new Rabbi.

» Library Fund: For the purchase of books and
other reference materials for the library.

*  Rabbi Discretionary Fund: Funds to be
distributed by the Rabbi for tzedakah and
other items not covered in the budget, at the
Rabbi’s discretion.

Sanctuary Chair Dedication Plaque- ~ $180
Prayer Book Dedication- $18
Torah Book Dedication- $36

Unless you request that the donation be anonymous,
your name and the fund to which you are donating
will be noted in the Shofar.
