** Secure Shell Client – Terms you should know

pwd (print working directory)

ls (list)

fs la  FILENAME  (file system listing access rights)

fs sa FILENAME  (file system setting access rights)

cd ~ (going back to home directory)

cd .. (going to previous directory)

cd FILENAME (changing directory to the given name)

for this part, you should be able to (1) set access rights, (2) create a directory in your AFS space, and (3) copy a file from someone else’s AFS space to yours.

[step 1] Defining a Site
Make sure you create a site with the name and choose the local folder to be one of the folders inside your AFS. Here, you must NOT choose the www folder.
