Introduction

This assignment will allow you to exercise your knowledge of JDBC and AWT

JDK1.2 or above

Problem Statement

You will modify the source code of the solution of the phone book problem.  First read the requirements for the phone book exercise on the web and study the solution code provided with it.

Then make the following modifications:

1) modify the existing code to transform it from an applet into a standalone GUI application.  Here are few tips:

· the class Phone should not longer extend Applet but rather Frame

· you will need to instantiate the new Phone class within a main method and explicitly call the frame methods to initialize it, pack it and show it.

2) modify the existing code to add a button to the interface  that when pressed will exit the application.  You may modify an existing handler or create a brand new one for this specific button. 

3) modify the existing code to retrieve the name and numbers from a text file. Use JDBC to access the text file. Your text file should have the following format:

lastname,number

lastname,number

lastname,number

Your ODBC Data Set Name (DSN) should be called phonebook and should use the Microsoft provided ODBC text driver. The text file itself should be phonebook.txt.
