RECYCLING AT CARNEGIE MELLON

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Currently CMU recycles around 10% of its waste. You can help increase this ratio with a little effort.  Here’s some information about recycling that will help you put waste in the right place.

Paper recycling tubs are scattered haphazardly throughout academic buildings, though they are frequently close to sources of paper waste (copiers and printers).  A special cardboard compactor lurks behind Wean Hall.

Nearly every type of paper in common use is acceptable: copy/printer paper, newsprint, magazines, phone books, greeting cards, envelopes (even with the cellophane windows evidently).

NOT ACCEPTABLE: paper with food or organic waste, pure cellophane, tissues, carbon, and brown/gold paper envelopes, which you probably didn't realize were so special. (but they are.) Collapsed un-waxed corrugated cardboard can also be placed in paper tubs.

Like paper bins, container recycling tubs are scattered about but are generally close to generators of waste: on-campus food vendors, vending machines, etc.

Acceptable containers include aluminum/steel cans, glass containers (no light bulbs, etc), and plastics with recycling `level' 1 or 2.

No need to separate cans from bottles; they go in together. Make sure containers are emptyish and cleanish.
